How much control of the mini-courses do
students have?

At the start of the mini-courses the Student
Council Mini-Course Committee got together
and discussed ideas for possible mini-courses,
They took their ideas to Robert Emahiser,
activity co-ordinator, who in turn took them
to Dale Schneiderhan, intern, to be okayed.

¢At first we had little trouble and were able
to go through with most of our ideas,’ said
Peggy Stevenson, junior, who is chairman of the
Student Council Faculty-Student RelationsCom-
mittee,

fMr. Schneiderhan was our advisor, not our
censor,?*’ continued Peggy. ‘‘He would let us
know 1f he thought we might have trouble with
a program and we would even it out so that
it was acceptable,’’

There were no written guidlines at the start
of the mini-courses, but a need for them was
brought to a head by David Pence coming to
speak at Ramsey, However, he was not here
as a mini-course,

¢¢Rules not written down are easier to change
but when they are written down you know what
you are up against,’’ stated Richard St. Germain,
associate principal, at the April 1 mini-course
meeting,

Now guidelines for fifth hour activities have
been set up. They are for mini-courses and other
fifth hour programs, These guidelines will help
prevent another incident like the one which
resulted from David Pence.

1. No language will be used that is offensive
to community standards,

2, Speaker’s -presentation .will got physically
endanger students.

3., A speaker must conduct his presentation

in 2 manner that reflects the moral values
of the community.

4. Parents are invited to attend all mini-
course programs,

5. Speaker must allow at least 10 minutes
at the end of his talk for questions or discussion
by those who attended the course.

6. Attend will be compl
for all courses and sessions,

7. Admission to mini-courses will be by
ticket only. This applies to all persons who may
attend a course,

8. A committee of three students (the student
sponsor, student council mini~-course chairman,
Student Council Faculty-Student Relations Com-
mittee chairman), two teachers (faculty sponsor
of mini-course and activity coordinator) and one
administrator will be formed. The purpose
of this committee will be to evaluate and make
recommendations before and after the presen=
tation,

9. All prospective speakers must submit
an outline of material and methods to be used.
The committee will notify speaker of his ac-
ceptance within one week after the outline is
submitted.

10, If after any session the committee ma-
jority finds that the speaker has violated these
guidelines, he will be informed of what cor-
rections must be made for his next presentation,
If the committee finds that the guidelines have
been violated for that presentation, the course
will be cancelled.

‘“These guidelines were set up after bouncing
ideas off of a lot of people,’” said Schneiderhan,
‘“if they don’t work we will have to change
them, They are not meant to be very rigid
and restrictive, but to be a2 means of having

some control.”” Scheinderhan continued.

Greg Anderson plays tennis, goes on
ski trips, writes interesting Haiku
poetry, aad reads books.

However, he also makes napalm,
nitro-glicerine, tear gds and is de-
veloping a fascinating gas which when
inhaled does strange things to the
mind.l

The last part of this description of
Greg Anderson is what sets him apart
from what would usually be called a
normal adolesent,

«“My father informs me that I began
at the age of five, Well, I used to
ask him what he did (for an occu-
pation), and he’d tell me about these
fantastic chemicals,’’

¢And then he brought home, oh, I
don’t know when I was about eight
or nine he brought home my first
chemistry book,?’

Greg’s father works for Litton In-
dustries which at that time was in-
terested in Chemical and Biological
Warfare defenses.

Greg is currently working on a ni-
trator which is used for nitrating
glycerine, of toluene, which are useful
in making nitro-glicerine and TNT,

Admittedly his fascination'with ex-
plosives and other types of chemicals,
not necessarily condusive to human
life, is just a little unusual, but as
Greg explains,

"Explosives do more than sit on
the shelf ."

“You can take them out in the
field and play with them,”’

«It is more of a feeling that you’ve
ariived at|something, instead of some-
thing just worthless,”?

“Making something like salt or
something, you don’t get any results
it just sits there and you look at it.””

Greg considers his success in the
chemical field as being the times he
synthesised TNT, TNX, PTN, Says
Greg,’” That’s pentaerythritol tet-
ranitrate if you wanna write that down,
but its easier to abbreviate things,”’

The young scientist went on to ex-
plain that

He had developed *All

sorts of flash powders, and gun

powders, and little bombs. . .
and blg bombs for that matter. ®

like record players and things?

¢“Well, I’ve tried those too, youknow
rockets and hand grenades, they’re fun,
but of course that’s more the me-
chanical aspect, I’m more involved now
in the chemical aspect,?’

Talking with him compares -with
facing a somewhat overzealous weapons
tester at an ordinence plant as he
goes on to talk about his other fields
of endeavors.

«Of course then there’s the smoke
field, you know different types of smoke
bombs, The tear gas area, oh, I've
made six or seven types of tear gas,
MACE.”?

When asked what he did with them,
he joked

"Oh, | try 'em on cats."

Later, however, he denied ever
harming an animal and said if he really
wanted to test them he did so on
himself.

¢And then there’s the field of ahh
. « o what others fields are there
Grant (Blank)??? Grant is Greg’s some~
time cohort in his apparent plot to
puzzle the world,

“Incindiaries, thermites, and things
like that,”’

‘I happened to try my World War II
style smoke bomb in the garage once,
and it happened to leak through the
attic and entered the house, The little
catch is that these smokes don’t dis-
dipate for about 48-60 hours afterward,
and we had eight blowers in the house,
and the windows and doors trying to
get the smoke out,’’

¢“We also got a fine deposit of
zinc chloride on all the furniture,”’

¢“Qh I’'ve tried thermite bombs on
our driveway which unfortunatly is as-
phalt, we had a one foot puddle of

molten asphalt after I got done,””

Greg doesn’t consider himself fas-
inated by destruction even though he
does deal with its tools,

"They're Just exciting, | think
most people enjoy a picture of
a good blast. "

His laboratory is stocked ¢‘with all
sorts of chemicals and glassware and
junk » It resembles a real laboratory,”’
“Hf estimates that the worth of the
laboratory to be above $2000.

In his time, Greg has had some
interesting incidents with his neigh-
bors, who, by now, tend to keep their
eyes open for his antics.

corners and windows, and someone was
going to call the fire department be-
cause they thought our house was on
fire, so we had to quick go over and
tell them and we were running all
over the neighborhood telling everyone
not to call the Fire Department be-
cause it wasn’t really any fire, It
was just me.?”?

"| put a lot of smoke in peoples

yards, nothing dangerous to speak

of, except one time. . .

I launched a Hydrogen
balloon and I had a time detonator
on it to blow it up a couple:thousand
feet up, but it landed in a neighbor’s
tree, and it blew up right in the tree
and it was about a ten foot ball of
fire, but luckily it had just rained
and it didn’t catch on fire.” 2

His neighbors may have in the past
been in relative safety since now he
is working on a radio controled air-
planes designed to drop three or four
pounds of blasting jell.

Greg confesses that his mother is
somewhat disturbed at what he makes
down in the basement, ‘‘She doesn’t
like my smells, you see I’ve succeeded
in synthesizing the smell of a skunk,
onions, garlic, . .”’

"My dad keeps telling me to be
careful of course. I'm always
kidding my dad that he's going
to write on my epitaph, 'He
wasn't careful .'"

«] was worried about accidents, but
I try to do everything with the greatest
of care, that’s were a good background
of chemistry comes in,

"Any old clown can go out and
make something ltke nitro-
glycerine, but there's very few
of those clowns that will

survive "

When asked if he credited any of his
success to the science program in the
Roseville Schools, Greg answered,
“No, none what so ever,”’

““The teachers .ocut here are basically
not interested in organic chemistry.
Qur Chemistry courses have don’t get
too involved with chemistry as it ap-
plies to the world or actual production,
They are more interested inthe atomic
basis,”

He explained that the basics which
Ramsey teaches are important to the
chemist, but he says he had learned
most of it by eighth or ninthgrade,

Greg recently attended science re-
cognition day at the 3M corporation,
It is an event for outstandingly mo-
tivated students in the field of science,

The subject came about to how easy
Ramsey would be to incapacitate
through the use of tear, nausea, smoke,
and the other incapacitation gases pas~-
sing through the duct work, He also
mentioned a new gas which he is still
trying to find the formula for,

It is a halucinagenic has which
Is one thousand times as

powerful as LSD.

It is now being developed by the army
and Greg calls it ¢‘a human means
of warfare,’’

Greg is vitally interested in working
for Dupont in their explosivesdivision,
therefore many of the campus dis-

¢The main hang-up I have with the
radicals is their emotionalism, they
associate our industry with the war in
Vietnam which they associate with hate,
S0 they immediately want to destroy
the industry without givng any second
thoughts to what was good about the

Greg has some theories on how he
would like to pass into the great be-
yond. One would be to be pushed from
an airplane by Al Mundy, a television
character, best described as a thief
and Greg’s idol, The second is to go
by hugging an atomic bomb as it ex-
pledes, ‘““I’'ve always wondered what it
would be like to grab an atomic bomb
when everything is vaporized, I wonder
what you’d feel.*’

He claims to have once had a dream
of being encased in a ten by ten block
of TNT, ¢It compressed me to a bail
about the size of a pinhead.”

The neighbors really don’t have to
worry about Greg anymore, at least
in terms of blowing up their houses,
It seems that he’s stumbled on to
this laser, . .

He went on to say that he

prefered the more strict atti-
tude in Abilene because he felt
he could learn more if the class-
room was in that ridged atmos-
phere, Anne, however, didn’t ex~
actly agree with Paul in that
aspect,

She apparently, at least tem-
pararily, enjoys the more open
atmosphere of the classes at
Ramsey.

Paul is the president of the
Abilene student council and Anne
is the secretary.

Value of law questioned

A settlement was reached on March 24,
1970, at 4:30 AM and approved, the next
day by an overwhelming majority of the
teachers. John Rose, Vice-chairman of the
Teacher’s Council, estimated that there

were no more than, 25 disenting votes
out of the more than 300 teachers voting.’’
The settlement itself raises the salary
of a beginning teacher with a B.A. degree
to $7,475 up $475, A teacher with a M,A,
andjg or more years of experience will

earn $15,399 up $979 and a teacher with
a Doctor’s degree can earn a maximum
of $16,595 up $1,055,

The settlement also included an in-
crease in various fringe benefits, el-

eimentary teachers will get more pre~
paration time, High school and Junior
high coaches salaries will be increased,
Health and Hospital insurance will be
offered, and several other benefits will
also be increased.

In a marked contrast to the disruption
and disagreement that accompanied the
269--770 salary schedule negotiations, the
negotiations  this year were conducted in
an atmosphere of calm and mutual search
for an equitable salary schedule,

Dr. Lioyd Nielson, superintendant of
district 623, explained why; ‘‘Last year
we used the labor-management model of
salary negotiations. . .Theteachers asked
for a 33% raise so the board had to come
up with something equally ridiculous; it
countered With an offer of a 1% increased.

BURNSVILLE, STILLWATER
Districts propose merit pay

In at least two districts this year,
Stillwater and Burnsville, experiments and
research are under way to study the
question of ‘‘merit pay,’?

Merit pay is in essence more pay for
better than average teachers.

Burnsville teachers agreed with the
board’s proposal of a new approach to
teacher pay, They did not however, agree
with the board’s specific proposal,

In gStillwater, the teachers contract
settlement arrived at included $20,000 for
a career teacher merit program,

It is planned that the teachers will help
determine who merits extra pay.

The primary concern held by Burnsville
district residents is that any form of merit
pay might evolve into a system of pun-
ishment rather than reward for exceptional
teachers.

The argument goes that the ‘‘apple
polisher?’ teacher who never causes the
board 4nd administrationtrouble might get
the extra pay while the exceptional teacher
who occasionally might “make waves,’’
would be penalized,

The Burnsville board estimates that the
change will ultimately take two years to
enact, Teachers who initiated a committee
study of the board proposal say it may

take longer,

The Burnsville board has also probosed
adding teacher competency to the trad-
tional reasons for raises, education and
experience.

There is some legal red tape to be
cut first, Superintendant Robert L, Miller
said the fact that teachers after attaining
tenure are traditionally on a continuing
~contract ‘“maybe where the law is going
to catch us.?”*

For example, a career teacher may
merit extra pay one year and then go
into a slump the next year, Under a
continuing contract. ¢‘what has beengiven,
cannot be taken away,”?

The stormy 1969-70 teacher' salary
negotiations that culminated last Septem=
ber in student walk-outs all began in Nov-
ember 1968,

In addition to raises insalary, the teach~
ers wanted added benefits in leaves of
absence, sabbatical leaves, and changes
in the pay scale for experienced teachers,

““There was definitely pessimistic char=
acter about the talks, They were very
destructive of morale,’’ reflected Rosselit,
He feels they became more difficult after
other parties, suchas lawyers Were added.

By February of last year it was ap-
parent that progress was not being made
and long, hard negotiations were ahead,

By the end of that month, the possi-
bility of teacher strikes, though very

Temporary students at work

Aside from moved lockers, ripped out walls,
and the smash of jackhammers what effects
will the contruction have on students?

The changes made now are small compared
to the total changes to be made for next fall,
Immediately after school lets out this June, the
library walls will come crashing down.

Rooms 140 and 151 will be obliterated inorder

to make a new hall, The library window will
be bricked up.

Richard St, Germain expresses the meaning
of this expansion to teachers and students,
f“What it is that we are really after is flex-
ibility,*” he says. The addition has been built
with this concept in mind,

The arts and industrial arts additions express
this concept. The art rooms were designed to
fulfill a plan put into effect two years ago.
They provide for four stations each designed
for a specific use such as drawing or ceramics
with a specialized instructor in each area,

The area where a student is working has all
the materials and help he needs. However, the
art addition as well as most of the buildings
areas is as Tubbesing, art teacher, says,
*¢a big mess right now.”’

The new resource center which will be 50%
larger than the old library will extend into
the hall between the A and C wings and beyond.

‘The new library will be based on the prin-
ciple of giving students the opportunity to
use resource materials to fullest advantage,

Study carrels will be placed where the tables
are now, twelve of which will contain elec-
tricity so that tapes and films can be used
in them. There will be five conference rooms

with soundproofing for seminar and group use,
A typing room will also be added for student
use, The new resource center will be car-
peted for soundproofing.

Worked in with the new resource center
is an entirely new type of room. Four new
English or social studies room s will bedirectly

on the library with doors opening into it.
folding doors in between. Thus classes can be
combined so that one teacher can lecture to
two classes.

One of the greatest changes brought on by
the building will be in the science department,
On one side the new classrooms will be changed
from the present labs to a combination of
lecture room in the front (with arm chairs)
and lab in the back. Folding walls will also
be used here so that labs can be combined.

On the other side will be the biology rooms,

In the center of the science complex will
lie a lab resource center, a materials resource
center, and a teacher planning area, An in-
dividualized project area will allow students
to make up experiments they miss and to work
on and keep projects they develope.Students may

have team teachers, combination labs, or in-
dependent study. If students lack knowledge in
some area they can use the resource center, A
method whereby stuudents have independent study
kits which contain all the compounds necessary
for the experiment being planned.

These additions with some changes in the main
office, a folding wall in the cafeteria, and the
small stage should be leted before school
opens next fall,

“Under Milk Wood’’ is Dylan
Thomas’ sentimental play about
people. In much the same vein
as Wilder’s ¢Our Town”’ and
Master’s ‘‘Spoon River Antho-
logy,” it looks at the common
people of a Welsh fishing vil-
lage, It is a simple work and,
as Thomas called it, ‘‘a play for
voices.,”?

Kellogg High School’s produc-
tion of ‘““Under Milk Wood,’’des~
pite the care and work put into
the show, unfortunately lost much
of the charm and local flavor
of the play, While being in many
respects superior to.many col-
lege and community productions,
by and large the show was too
bland and shallow in character,

The partial failure of Kellogg’s
¢Milk Wood?’ can be attributed

to the director, Mrs, Laurel
Rule, for deciding to stage the
play on a proscenium stage, By
placing the action behind a clumsy
and detached proscenium, much
of the intimacy of the play is

It’s just that with such poten=-
tially exciting material, it could
have been so much bet'.er.
